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Made Easier!

According to Psychology today, “Reading and
being able to read enable 2 and 3 years old to use
complicated sentences, manage the memory of
distant events, build general knowledge, access
new information and develop the power of reflection.
These skills are crucial building blocks in the learning
process. Introducing your child to these skills early
on through reading later in life. Creating a positive
association with reading can mean greater success
with later learning -both in school and in everyday life.
In our kindergarten we help children to develop reading
skills that will help them to read at their own pace, for
example:

a. Run finger under the words to show children that

the print carries the story.

Use funny voices and animal noises. We do not
shy to ham it up! This will help children to get
excited about the story.

We ask children to name things he sees in the
pictures. Talk about how the pictures relate to the
story.

Invite children to join in whenever there is a
repeated phrase in the text.

We try to let children understand, how events in
the book are similar to events in your life.
