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Our school has always been promoting environmental protection. The "Parent-
child Mudfiat Exploration Activity" was held to give children the opportunity to
get close to nature, use their five senses to get close to the outdoor mudfiat
environment, and learn about common creatures and plants in mudfiats. From
the activity, professional environmental and ecological specialist and staff led
the children in small groups to carry out "Little Graduate Student” and “Little
Ecological Exploration” activities. The children learned about fiddler crabs and
shellfish through the process of exploration. The children put on the gloves to
search and count the shelifish on the mudflat, and completed small tasks with
their families. It can be seen that they love to explore and will take the initiative
to talk about things that they discovered.
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This parent-child environmental protection trip was held at WADAKIYAMA, parents
and children actively participated, to experience nature directly and understand
the importance of protecting the environment. Teachers and school social worker
prepared a series of parent-child group games.
